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Delegate Session Guide

Introduction
The duties of the voting delegates are important to the operation of this organization. The delegates elect officers and discuss and vote on issues to provide student representatives a greater voice in the Nevada Association of SkillsUSA.  The delegate session on April 28th will be from 1:00 – 4:00 p.m.; the delegates will reconvene at 8:00 a.m. on April 30th to elect the 2010-11 state officers.  Official SkillsUSA attire or business dress is required for all voting delegates.


Voting Delegate Selection Guidelines
Delegates are selected to represent their chapters according to the following guidelines:

1.
Voting delegates who represent their local chapters at state events must have paid state and national dues for the current school year.

2.
Voting delegates are ineligible to run for state officer positions.

3.
Voting delegates will be selected by their individual chapters.

4.
Voting delegates will serve as members of the House of Delegates.

5.
Each SkillsUSA chapter must provide voting delegates to serve in the House of Delegates and will qualify for the number of delegates according to the following guide:

Instructions to Voting Delegates for April 28th:
1.
All secondary delegates will report to the designated meeting room at the Cashman Field Center at 1:00 p.m. for roll call.  Individual stations will be organized to represent each chapter.  The procedure for answering roll call is shown below:

Before responding to the roll call, the spokesperson must stand and proceed to the microphone and state the following:  

“(Chapter name) is present.  The (chapter) has (number of members) with (number of) official voting delegates present.”

2.
The state officer candidates will be introduced to all delegates.  During the breaks or other opportunities, the delegates are encouraged to speak with and get to know the candidates.  

3.
From 1:15 – 2:15 p.m., delegates will participate in a work session to make recommendations regarding the importance of Career & Technical education to the state of Nevada.  The information provided during this work session will be used to craft SkillsUSA Nevada’s message to the general public as well as the legislature regarding our organization.  Additionally, information provided will assist the organization in creating a public relations campaign.
Optional:

At any time during the session, delegates may present a motion for voter approval.  The section below describes how a motion should be processed.

Processing Main Motions

Example:

“Mr. President, as a result of our committee work, I present you with the following motion:

(The motion is stated).

“Mr. President, I move that this delegate assembly adopt the committee’s report.”

A motion made on behalf of a committee does not need a second.

After the motion has been made, the president will open the floor for discussion.  It is at this time that other delegates may discuss and debate the motion on the floor.  In order to speak, a delegate must first be recognized by the president.  To speak before the delegate assembly, the delegate must approach the standing microphone and may say:

“Mr. President, the delegate from the ---- SkillsUSA chapter wishes to be recognized”

“The President recognizes the delegate from ----.”

(The delegate may express his/her opinion about the motion.)
After delegates have discussed the motion, the president will call for the question;

“Discussion on the motion has ended, and we will now vote on the motion.  All those in favor of the motion to approve the committee’s report, say “aye.”

All those who oppose the resolution, say “nay.”

The “ayes” have it; the motion carries.

Amending Main Motions

A main motion may be amended (changed) be a delegate.  Amendments are necessary when a main motion is supported, but not as presented.

Example:

Committee Chair:

“Mr. President, as a result of our committee work, I present you with the following motion:

The committee chair states his/her motion.

“Mr. President, I move that this delegate assembly adopt the committee’s resolution.”

Other Delegate

“Mr. President, the delegate from the ---- SkillsUSA chapter wishes to be recognized.”

President

“The President recognizes the delegate from ----.”

Other Delegate

“Mr. President, I move that the we amend the main motion to read… (the changes are described).”

President

“A motion has been made to amend the main motion.  (The president calls for a second.) It has been moved and seconded to amend the main motion as presented by the delegate.  Is there any discussion on this amendment?

After discussion, the president calls for a vote on the amendment. (The amendment is restated so everyone understands what they will be voting on.) Those in favor say ‘Aye.’  Those opposed say ‘No.’ The ‘ayes’ have it and the amendment passes.”

President

“The main motion has now been amended to read as follows (the amended motion is read).  Is there any additional discussion on the motion on the floor?”

After all discussion …

President

“The vote is on the amended motion (the motion is read to the audience).  Those in favor say ‘Aye.’  Those opposed say ‘No.’ The ‘ayes’ have it and the motion passes.”

Following the input session, the delegate session will focus on the state officer candidates and the election process.  When the delegate assembly reconvenes after the break, there will be meet-the-candidates session, followed by candidate speeches.  During this time, the delegates will have an opportunity to review the officer candidates, how well they communicate, etc.  There will also be a question and answer session for the candidates.

Instructions to Voting Delegates for April 30th, 2010
On Friday morning, April 30th, the Delegate Assembly will reconvene in the designated meeting room at the Cashman Center to listen to officer candidate speeches and to cast ballots.  The final speeches will take place from 8:00 – 8:45 a.m.  Delegates must arrive by the 8:00 a.m. start time to be eligible to vote.  Delegates may not enter the floor once roll call is complete.
