Automotive Service Technology

Health Knowledge Bowl
All contestants are to report to the meeting room 103 at the Cashman Center at 10:00 a.m. on April 29th for orientation and roll call.

A written test will be given to each team; team members may confer as a group to answer each question on the test within the given time frame.  One written test will be scored for each team.  Study guides are available for each participating team and may be accessed from the SkillsUSA Website.  Remember, this is a study guide.  As at nationals, questions asked may be reworded or different than those in the study guide.  Please follow the instructions below:

1.	Open the website  - www.skillsusa.org
2.	Select “Compete” from the main page
3.	Select “Contest Descriptions”
4.	Open Health Knowledge Bowl; click on “sample questions and answers” to open the study guide

Contestants (each team) are required to bring the following:

•  60 sheets of 8-1/2” X 11” white blank paper
•  8-1/2” X 11” colored paper for use as scrap paper
•  Pens, pencils and black marking pens (4-6 of each)
•  One-page, typed résumé (each team member)

* No notes or reference materials of any kind will be permitted in the contest room.

Clothing Requirement: Contestants must wear SkillsUSA attire or business dress to compete in the Health Knowledge Bowl contest. 


Power Equipment Technology
Contestants are to report to the contest area in the Cashman Exhibit Halls promptly at 8:00 a.m. on April 29th  for roll call and orientation.

The top 50% finalists from the above modules will move on to the bugged engine competition. Finalists will be required to disassemble, troubleshoot, reassemble and run the 5.5 hp Intek overhead valve horizontal shaft engine. A repair manual will be supplied to each contestant.  Contestants will be required to bring their own tools for this portion of the contest.

All contestants must bring the following tools/supplies.  These tools will be used by those contestants that advance to the troubleshooting portion of the contest. 

· Screwdrivers (assorted Phillips & flat blade)
· Pliers (needle nose, standard and channel lock)
· Nut driver set (1/4” through 1/2”)
· 3/8” drive sockets (1/4” through 5/8”) regular & deep
· 3/8" drive spark plug socket (3/4”, 13/16”, 5/8”)
· Inch pound torque wrench (0 – 200), 3/8 drive)
· 3/8 drive ratchet with 6” or 8” extension
· 3/8 drive speed handle
· Box & open end wrenches (1/4” through 5/8”)
· 10 or 12 ounce ball peen hammer
· Soft face hammer (suggested)
· Set of feeler gauges for valve clearance adjustment
· Gasket scraper (putty knife is acceptable)
· Safety glasses with side shields

Note:  Each contestant that makes it to the engine troubleshooting competition will be required to have these tools. There will be no sharing of tools between participants allowed. Contestant will not be allowed to participate without the required tools.

All contestants must wear appropriate work clothes (i.e., collared work shirt (no insignias), work pants, closed-toe work shoes or work boots.

April 28:
1:00 - 4:00 p.m. - Computer setup will be at the Cashman Center Exhibit Hall .  If students have a conflict due to enrollment in a leadership contest, the advisor may set up the computers.

April 29:
All contestants must report to the contest area in Cashman Center at 8:00 a.m. roll call and orientation.


8:00 - 8:30 a.m.
Pre-contest meeting - the Contest Chair will go over some brief details and rules of the contest.  This is a mandatory meeting for all contestants. At roll call each contestant will bring their résumé in sealed envelope with their contestant number clearly printed on the envelope.

8:30 - 9:00 a.m.
Each student will take a written test as part of the contest. (30 minutes max).

9:00 a.m. - 3:00 p.m.
Contestants should be familiar with ASME/ANSI standards and technical drafting practices. Most importantly, the contestants should study the problem carefully and understand what it is that they are detailing, how the parts work, and what dimensions are important.  The specific types of drawings the contestants should understand are; Assembly drawings and part drawings. Refer to the national rules for more information on the scope of the contest.  The contestant drawings shall be saved in their programs extension, .PDF file AND .dwg file.

Welding Fabrication

All contestants must report to the Welding Fabrication Contest area at the College of Southern Nevada, Henderson campus at 8:00 a.m. on April 29th for roll call and orientation. Transportation to CSN-Henderson will depart Cashman Center at 7:30am.

The Welding contest will consist of 5 work areas and contestants will be supplied all the appropriate materials and consumables to complete their project.
  
Each team will be given a set of detailed plans beforehand and should be familiar with standard AWS symbols and drawings.  

Contestants must bring the following items:
· Leathers (or leather sleeves) and welding gloves
· Welding helmet with appropriate dark lens 
· Oxy-acetylene cutting goggles
· Safety glasses with side shields
· No. 2 pencil and pen
· Tape measure
· 12” combination square
· Soapstone
· (6)-10” vice grip clamps (per team)
· One-page, typed résumé for each contestant

Contest Rules and Timetable:

A written test and communication assessment will be given as part of the contest.  Contestants must bring a one-page typed résumé.

Contestants must wear appropriate work clothes, to include work pants, work shirt, work boots.  The conference t-shirt may be worn in this contest.

The contest will conclude at approximately 3:00 p.m.

Rule Summary:
1. Safety is the number one concern. You will lose points if safety glasses are not worn or if you act in any unsafe manner, intentional or not.
2. Teams must work by themselves. No help from judges, other students, or advisors. No advisors will be allowed in the lab. Contestants are not to talk with fellow competitors or other people who are not judging the contest.
3. Any cheating or outside help will result in disqualification from the contest.
4. A proctor must accompany students if they leave the lab for any reason.
5. Water will be provided throughout the day.
6. Double-check all your work before you state your project is complete. You may stay at your station or go to the holding area after completing your project.
7. Contestants must only be addressed and identified by their number, which they should always display on their badge.
8. Write your team number on the project with provided permanent marker when you are finished and hand work to the station judge.
9. Any questions or interpretations can only be made by the contest chair.
